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 Liverpool is a big city in Merseyside, England and a 
population of  470.537 people. It is located in the 
south west of the historic county of Lancashire in 
North West England, on the eastern side of 
the Mersey Estuary. 



 Liverpool has one of the biggest and best known 
ports in England and in Europe. It also has many 
cathedrals with the most famous being Anglican Our 
Lady and St Nicholas, colloquially known as "the 
sailors church", which has existed since 1257.  



 Liverpool is internationally known for music and is 
recognized by Guinness World Records as the World 
Capital City of Pop.  Liverpool is most famous as the 
birthplace of The Beatles and during the 1960s was at 
the forefront of the Beat Music movement, which 
would eventually lead to the British Invasion. 



 Football is the most popular sport in the city, home 
to Everton F.C. and Liverpool F.C. The clubs both 
compete in the Premier League, of which they are 
founding members, and contest the Merseyside 
Derby. 
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
